A SkEd Excerpts from Section 16-41.2
Parking and storage of recreational equipment.
Zoning Ordinance of the Virginia Beach City Code:
Q uestion

Such equipment shall be parked or stored within a building, or behind every plane
of a structure that is substantially parallel to and facing the public right of way.*

They cannot be parked on an empty residential lot.

They cannot be parked in the public street or right-of-way for more than three
hours.

You may not use recreational equipment for living, sleeping, or house keeping, ex-
cept in locations lawfully established for such use.

*Basically, it has to be parked behind the front of the house.
